E no
plural existem algumas regrinhas que veremos mais a frente.

Os uncountable nouns sio os substantivos que nao podemos contar, para quem fala Inglés (nativo)
algumas coisas sdo incontdveis, enquanto para nés brasileiros essas mesmas coisas sdo contéveis,
como por exemplo "pao", nds brasileiros contamos "um pao, dois paes, trés paes, e etc", ja no Inglés
nao...

SEE: substantivos incontdveis ndo tem forma em plural, se escreve de uma tnica forma.
